Computer-based guided implant surgery greatly increases the predictability of replacing missing teeth in partially and fully edentulous cases. This lecture will describe how Nobel Biocare’s Procera( surgical planning software converts a patient’s double CT scan data into a virtual three-dimensional model of the alveolar bone and overlying prosthesis. Using these images, the practitioner virtually places implants in the bone in precise relation to their position in the final prosthesis. Procera employs this virtual plan to fabricate a customized surgical template that guides the placement of the implants safely, precisely, and accurately, even in cases with limited available bone that would otherwise require bone grafting. The dental laboratory can use the surgical template to construct the master cast and provisional restoration prior to surgery, allowing the restoration to be inserted immediately after placement of the implants (Teeth-in-an HourTM).  Furthermore, computer-based guided implant surgery is minimally invasive and requires a shorter chair time and fewer appointments than traditional methods. 



Dr. Spector, a native of Lawrence, Massachusetts, received his certificate in Oral & Maxillofacial Surgery in 1984 from the Washington Hospital Center in Washington, D.C..  Prior to his residency, Dr. Spector graduated Magna Cum Laude from the University of Maryland Dental School in 1981 where he was inducted into Omicron Kappa Upsilon honorary dental society. He attained his board certification in 1987 from the American Board of Oral & Maxillofacial Surgery. Dr. Spector received his Bachelor of Science degree in Biology from the University of Vermont in 1977.Prior to joining the Maryland Center for Oral & Maxillofacial Surgery in 2009, Dr. Spector was in private practice in Towson, Maryland for 25 years.  Dr. Spector is currently the Vice President of the American College of Oral & Maxillofacial Surgeons, an active member of the American Association of Oral & Maxillofacial Surgeons, the Maryland Society of Oral & Maxillofacial Surgeons, the Middle Atlantic Society of Oral & Maxillofacial Surgeons, the Baltimore County Dental Association, The Maryland State Dental Association, and the American Dental Association.

Dr. Spector is a member of the Dean’s Faculty at the University of Maryland Dental School, and is the Division Chief of Oral & Maxillofacial Surgery at the Franklin Square Hospital Center.  He frequently lectures to various local groups and has spoken nationally and internationally on topics ranging from dental implants to cosmetic facial surgery. He recently had an article titled “Computer-Aided Dental Implant Planning” published in the October 2000 issue of the Dental Clinics of North America.
